2011 HIGHWAY 284 AGREEMENT

Superintendent of Highways presented the 284 Agreement for 2011.  Councilman Wiegand questioned the choice of Steves Lane and Lower Forest Glen Road for repairs.  Mr. Haynes stated that both have not been repaired in many years. 

Resolution No. 94- Offered by Councilwoman Lemmon

Resolved, pursuant to Section 284 of the Highway Law, the Town Board of the Town of Gardiner hereby endorses and approves an agreement for the Expenditure of Highway Moneys dated April 12, 2011;

Said agreement shall be signed by the majority of the members of the Town Board, with one copy to be filed with the Town Clerk; and 

Further Resolved, that the Supervisor is hereby authorized to disburse moneys from the Highway Fund in accordance with said agreement.

Seconded by Councilman Koenig and carried.  
CUPCAKE FESTIVAL MASS GATHERING PERMIT 
Carl Zatz, a representative of the Cupcake Festival, explained its purpose and the distribution of the money raised.  This is a private organization and funds raised go to seed next year’s festival.  The organization will donate a portion of the money to the Town of Gardiner for trees, trash cans, etc., for the beautification of Main Street.  Supervisor Katz stated that Marshall & Sterling will provide a certificate of insurance naming the Town of Gardiner as an additional insured. A traffic pattern document was presented outlining details of the detour around Main Street during the festival.  No parking areas will be designated along Sand Hill Road and Dusinberre Road.  Enforcement will be done by towing vehicles.  UCAT has donated a bus as a shuttle from Albany Post Road to Third Street.  Board members requested a copy of the NYS DOT permit. 
Resolution No. 95 – Mass Gathering Permit Cupcake Festival – Offered by Councilman Wiegand

Whereas , the Town of Gardiner has adopted certain rules and regulations governing outdoor musical entertainment, amusement and assemblies in order to provide for public order and the protection of safety, health and well-being of persons and property within the Town known as Chapter 107 of the Municipal Code, and

Whereas, the Main Street Gardiner Cupcake Festival Committee has proposed to hold an event known as “Gardiner Cupcake Festival” on Sunday May 15, 2011 along Main Street in the Town of Gardiner which is reasonably expected to attract more than 1000 persons, and

Whereas, the applicant has provided the Town Board with information concerning the purpose of the event, the hours of operation, the provision of adequate off-street parking, the provision of toilet facilities, and copies of notice sent to area police agencies, fire departments and rescue squads, and

Whereas, the Town Board is satisfied that adequate provisions have been made by the applicant and that planned event will not disturb the public order and safety, then

Resolved, the Town Board of the Town of Gardiner hereby grants a permit for an outdoor assembly known as “Gardiner Cupcake Festival” to be held on Sunday May 15, 2011, between the hours of 11:00 A.M. and 5:00 P.M. along Main Street in the Town of Gardiner in accordance with the application presented to the Town and subject to the following conditions. 

1.) the receipt of insurance documents listing the Town of Gardiner as an additional insured.

2.) Correspondence from David Corrigan from the New York State Department of Transportation allowing for the closure of Route 44/55 for the duration of the festival. 

Seconded by Councilman Mele and carried.

RESOLUTION TOWN HALL STAFF HOURS 

Resolution No. 96 – Town Hall Staff Hours – Offered by Councilwoman Lemmon

Whereas, the Town of Gardiner has business hours at the Town Hall from 9 AM to 4 PM

Monday through Friday, and

Whereas, the core duties and responsibilities of employees assigned to work at the Town Hall necessitate that the employee be physically available to the public during regular business hours: 

Therefore the Town Board of the Town of Gardiner requires each department to be covered in the Town Hall during these hours. Any variation must be approved by the Town Board.  All other provisions of the Employee Manual shall apply.  

Seconded by Councilman Mele and carried. 

FINANCIAL TRENDS PRESENTATION 

Councilman Koenig created a PowerPoint presentation regarding the Town of Gardiner financial status over the last several years.  The Board discussed the revenue sources and unfunded mandates as a large cause in the increase in the budget in recent year.  Councilman Koenig suggested that the Board begin working on the budget sooner rather than later.  

AQUIFER LAW 

Russell Urban-Mead from the Chazen Company reviewed for the Town Board and audience members the proposed aquifer law for the Town of Gardiner.  The purpose of his presentation was to give an understanding of the law in detail.   The law is currently in a draft ready amendment to the zoning law addressing valuable resources that the Town does not want to lose.  Mr. Urban-Mead stated that there are gaps in protection in the zoning law.  This amendment fills these gaps and insures water returning to the ground in the event of pumping tests, etc.  He reviewed the map and aquifer areas throughout the Town and hamlet, outlined exemptions in the law and questioned the key provisions of water use needs that should be examined.    
Councilwoman Lemmon was concerned with the cost to developers should this law apply to the whole town.  She suggested heightening attention to the aquifer core.  

The next step is to introduce the law.  The Board will unofficially forward a copy of the law to the Ulster County Planning Board, the Town of Gardiner Planning Board and the Zoning Code Enforcement Officer.  Supervisor Katz will take care of forwarding. 

UPDATE ON THE OLD LIBRARY/FIREHOUSE BUILDING 

Supervisor Katz stated that the leak in the roof of the building has been repaired.  He has had several discussions about renting, but nothing concrete.  The Fire Department is still interested in renting the building, but they are now concentrating on the extension to be made to the current firehouse.  

RECYCLING OF ELECTRONICS 
 The company WE Recycle is interested in placing an enclosed trailer at the Town’s transfer station to collect and recycle electronics.  There is no cost to the Town and training will be provided.  Attorney for the Town Paul Kellar has some questions regarding insurance.  A motion was made by Councilwoman Lemmon, seconded by Councilman Wiegand and carried, authorizing the placement of the trailer.
