DISCUSSION - EVENT AT 2 FOREST GLEN ROAD

Supervisor Katz made known to the Town Board of a large party/event held on property located at 2 Forest Glen Road.  The event was advertised on the website as Forest Fest.  Admission was charged and through the course of the day and night a large number of people attended the event, which had very loud music until the wee hours of the morning, disturbing the peace and quiet of the neighborhood. Parking along the roads did cause some traffic issues.  The State Police and the Gardiner Zoning Enforcement Officer were called to the scene.  The partygoers were advised to move their cars, but the State Police informed our zoning officer that the Town does not have a law to enforce the noise issue.  

Board members discussed the possibility of amending the current Mass Gathering Law.   No decisions were made and this will be further discussed at next month’s meeting.  
CAMPGROUND ON ROUTE 299

The NYS DEC and Mohonk Preserve are working together to design a campground to be located on Route 299.  With this new campground, camping will be limited in the special use area, and no camping will be allowed on the north side of Route 299.  Both parties desire to have “No Parking” on Route 299 from Route 44/55 to Warwarsing Turnpike.   A resolution supporting the No Parking will be drafted for next week’s meeting for approval and adoption. 
PARKS AND RECREATION DOG PARK

It has been decided by the Parks and Recreation Commission to locate the first ever dog park in Ulster County at the Town Hall.  This location is very visible and has easy access.  It will be opened from dawn to dusk.  At this time the Commission is looking for approval to move forward with the permitting process and planning of the park.  On motion of Councilwoman Lemmon, seconded by Councilman Wiegand and carried, the Parks and Recreation Commission is authorized to move forward with the planning and permitting process. 

CELL TOWER UPDATE

Supervisor Katz did an overview of the history on the cell tower project from the very beginning.  The Town received two (2) proposals each citing two (2) towers – one (1) at the Town Hall the other at the Highway Garage property.  The Town Board chose Wireless Edge for the installation of the towers.  Councilman Mele re-presented his power point presentation made late last year.   

Wireless Edge is currently seeking carriers to sign onto the project.  Verizon may be interested in the future.  There will be no construction until a carrier is signed on.
