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The workshop meeting of the Gardiner Town Board was held this evening at the Gardiner Town Hall at 7:00 PM.  Supervisor Katz presided with Councilmen, Koenig, Mele & Wiegand and Councilwoman Lemmon in attendance.   There were approximately 25± audience members.

PUBLIC HEARING – LOCAL LAW #1-2010 AMENDMENT TO THE DOG CONTROL LAW

At 7:10 PM the Town Clerk read the legal notice for the public hearing to amend the dog control law.  The purpose of this amendment is to establish license fees and regulations for the Town. The State will no longer manage this program and has shifted responsibility to all municipalities in New York State. 

There were no questions or comments at this time.   The Supervisor chose to keep the hearing open for a minimum of 15 minutes. He will return to any discussion after Wireless Edge’s presentation.  
CELL TOWER PRESENTATION – WIRELESS EDGE 

Supervisor Katz advised all that the Town sent out twelve (12) RFP’s for a cell tower to be constructed in the Town of Gardiner.  We received two (2) responses – Verizon Wireless and Wireless Edge.  Town Board members chose to work with Wireless Edge.  John Arthur a principal from Wireless Edge made a presentation to the Town outlining their plan for the Cell Tower project they have proposed. They are planning for two (2) towers – one at the Town Hall, the other at the Highway garage.  

A point was made regarding the health issues believed created by a cell tower.  Mr. Arthur presented a typical radio frequency analysis showing the percentage of RF’s emitted.  They are within the allowable emissions.  Some thought that if there are more towers you increase the health risks.  Councilwoman Lemmon commented that the federal government does not allow, by law, for the Town to consider the health impact of a cell tower.  There were other concerns such as the height of the towers which the Town Board was encouraged to camouflage, using utility poles and considering lowering the height of the towers.     Mr. Arthur explained that it is not possible to use utility poles.  It is not cost prohibitive and the company would not be able to service the poles since they do not own them. 
The next step is to complete contract negotiations and start the application process and obtain variance approvals. 

CLOSE PUBLIC HEARING – LOCAL LAW #1-2010 AMENDMENT TO DOG CONTROL LAW 
On motion of Councilman Wiegand, seconded by Councilwoman Lemmon and carried, the public hearing for the Amendment to the Dog Control Law was closed at 8:25 PM. 

ADOPTION OF LOCAL LAW #1 

On motion of Councilman Mele, seconded by Councilman Koenig and carried, Local Law #1 – Amendment to the Dog Control Law was adopted as follows: 
TOWN OF GARDINER LOCAL LAW NO. 1 FOR THE YEAR 2010 - A LOCAL LAW TO AMEND CHAPTER 80, ARTICLE 1 OF THE TOWN CODE OF THE TOWN OF GARDINER

Be it enacted by the Town Board of the Town of Gardiner as follows:

Section 1: Purpose: The Town Board of the Town of Gardiner finds that the running at large and other uncontrolled behavior of licensed and unlicensed dogs would cause physical harm to persons, damage to 
property and create nuisances within the Town. The purpose of this Local Law is to protect the health, safety and well being of persons and property by imposing restrictions on the keeping, licensing and identification of dogs within the Town.

Section 2: Authority: This Local Law is enacted pursuant to the provisions of Article 7, Chapter 59, Part T of the Agriculture and Markets Law of the State of New York and the Municipal Home Rule Law of the State of New York.

Section 3: Section 80-4 of the Town Code of the Town of Gardiner is amended to read as follows:

“Service dog”, “guide dog”, “police work dog”, “hearing dog”, “detection dog”, “war dog” and “therapy dog” are all defined as set forth in Section 108 of the Agriculture

and Markets Law of the State of New York.

Section 4: Section 80-5 of the Town Code of the Town of Gardiner is revised to read as follows:

The owner of every dog which is at any time kept, brought or comes into the Town, shall be held responsible for the strict observance of such dog, and with respect to such dog, of all of the regulations contained in this article at all times when such dog is within the Town, and shall not permit such dog to become a nuisance. The owner shall license each dog as required by this Chapter and shall renew each license every year. Said license and identification, including the dog’s name and owner’s telephone number, must be attached to the dog at all times. Each owner is responsible to reimburse the Town for any and all expenses incurred by the Town in the enforcement of this article with respect to the owner’s dog. Notwithstanding the foregoing, a dog participating in a dog show in the Town of Gardiner shall be exempt from the identification requirements of Section 111 of the Agriculture and Markets Law during the time of such participation.
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Section 5: Chapter 80, Article 1 of the Town Code of the Town of Gardiner is amended by adding

Section 80-5.1 as follows:

Licensing of Dogs

A. All dogs in the Town must be licensed with the Town Clerk by the time that said dog

attains four months of age. Owners are required to present a current certificate of rabies vaccination at the time of licensing said dog and at the time of renewal of any existing license.

B. All dog licenses shall be valid for a period of one year. Licenses shall not be transferrable.

C. Fees for licensing of dogs.

(1) The fee for a spayed or neutered dog shall be $2.50 plus a $1.00 surcharge for the purpose of carrying out animal population control.

(2) The fee for an unspayed or unneutered dog shall be $7.50 plus a $3.00 surcharge for the purpose of carrying out animal population control.

(3) A replacement tag fee of $10.00 shall be charged to offset the costs associated with the provision and replacement of identification tags.

Such fees shall be reviewed by the Town Board from time to time and may be changed by a resolution of the Town Board.

D. The annual fee for each purebred license issued shall be as follows:

(1) $25.00 per license if no more than 10 registered purebred dogs or purebred dogs eligible for registration over the age of six months are harbored on the owner’s premises at the time of the application, plus a $3.00 surcharge for the purpose of carrying out animal population control.

(2) $50.00 if no more than 25 registered purebred dogs or purebred dogs eligible for registration over the age of six months are harbored on the owner’s premises at the time of the application, plus a $3.00 surcharge for the purpose of carrying out animal population control.

(3) $100.00 if more than 25 registered purebred dogs or purebred dogs eligible for registration over the age of six months are harbored on the owner’s premises at the time of the application, plus a $3.00 surcharge for the purpose of carrying out animal population control.

E. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary, there shall be no license fee required for

any license issued to a guide dog, police work dog, war dog, hearing dog, detection dog, service dog or therapy dog as defined in Section 108 of the Agriculture and Markets Law.

F. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary, no license shall be required for any dog that is residing in a dog pound or shelter maintained by or under agreement with the State of New York or any county, city, town or village, or any duly incorporated society for the prevention of cruelty to animals, or any duly incorporated humane society, or duly incorporated dog protective association.

G. All dog licenses shall be purchased at the Town Clerk’s office or may be requested

by regular mail. However, if a licensing or renewal of a license is done by mail, the

appropriate fees must accompany the application form.

H. The Town Clerk shall retain a copy of each dog license issued and, upon request, shall make a copy of same available to the Department of Agriculture and Markets.

I. In the event of a change of ownership of a dog or a change of address of a dog, or in

the event that a dog has been lost or stolen, notification of same shall be given to the Town Clerk within 48 hours of said event. Failure to notify the Town Clerk as required herein shall be punishable pursuant to Section 80-10 below.

Section 6: Section 80-8 A, B and D are amended by substituting Section 117 in lieu of Section 118

of the Agriculture and Markets Law.

Section 7: Section 80-10 of the Town Code of the Town of Gardiner is amended to read as follows:

Any person convicted of violation of this Article shall be deemed to have committed a violation and shall be subject to a fine as provided in Section 118 of the Agriculture and Markets Law.

Section 8: Effective Date: This Local Law shall take effect on January 1, 2011, upon filing same with the New York State Secretary of State. 

BID OPENING – HIGHWAY MATERIALS FOR 2011

At 8:25 PM the Town Clerk read the legal notice for the highway materials bid.  Two (2) bids were received - Grosso Materials and Callanan Industries.  Bids will be turn over to the Highway Superintendent for review and an award will be announced at next weeks meeting.  
NORTH STREET PARKING LOT 

Supervisor Katz has walked the parcel of land that is known as North Street.  This property has been determined to be suitable for a municipal parking lot.  The size of the lot would be 50 feet wide by 30 feet long with the entrance located on Dusinberre Road.  Parking will be perpendicular.
Board members discussed if there actually is a need for additional parking.  The parking area is in the middle of a residential area and is not a convenient parking area for businesses. There is concern with the cost.  It is not a wise time for spending.  Estimated cost is $20,000.  John Taroli has given Mr. Katz a price of $950 for a survey map and $450 for a topographical map.  A suggestion from Mike Boylan, Chairman of the Planning Board was to create a parking lot fee for any new business that does not meet the parking requirements for their project.  This fee would be put in a fund to create adequate parking in the future. 
Board members agreed that this was a good idea and would like to start working on a fee schedule. 
BOARD & COMMISSION OPENINGS 

There are many openings on various boards and commissions throughout the Town.  Supervisor Katz will advertise the following: 

ZBA – 2 members for re-appointment, Parks & Recreation Commission – 1 member, Assessment Review Board – 1 member, Environmental Conservation Commission – 1 member and a chairman

Open Space Commission – 1 member and 1 alternate, Board of Ethics – 5 members. 

If any one is interested in serving on any of these Boards or Commissions they may contact the Town Supervisor. 
LEAD AGENCY – PARK POINT – NEW PALTZ HOUSING

Board members are in receipt of a letter from the New Paltz Planning Board stating they wish to be lead agency on a project entitled Park Point New Paltz Housing located on Route 32 in the Town of New Paltz.  The Town Board does not wish to be lead agency and the Town Clerk was instructed to reply with their decision supporting the New Paltz Planning Board.

IRELAND CORNERS GARAGE ZONING REQUEST
Jay Fienberg, owner of Ireland Corners garage has requested a change in zoning to allow for a gas station to be located on his property at the intersection of Route 208 and Route 44/55.  Zoning Enforcement Officer Hank Vance has sent a letter to Mr. Fienberg outlining what needs to be done in order to allow for this type of business.  Board members agreed that it needs to be discussed at a Board meeting and will schedule it for next week. 
MINUTES 

Minutes of October 12 were approved as written on motion of Councilwoman Lemmon, seconded by Councilman Mele and carried. 

ZONING IMPROVEMENT COMMITTEE UPDATE 

Councilman Mele commented that the Zoning Improvement Committee met recently and have decided to address three (3) specific areas.  Their plans include setting the correct level of expectations between Hank Vance and James Freiband, reinstate the information meeting between the applicant and the Planning Board and to improve communication between the ZBA and the Planning Board to allow the ZBA to give an advisory opinion.  
OPEN SPACE UPDATE

Kathy Hudson had a conversation with the federal funding person for the open space grant and stated that the application deadline will likely be February 1 of March 1, 2011.  The Open Space Commission will not need to take any action on the Hess Fam application next week. 

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR 
Marion Kells – remember that 69 years ago today Pearl Harbor was attacked.

David Straus – suggested that the Planning Board give a recommendation on the parking lot.
Councilwoman Lemmon – asked the Town Board to put off discussing the old Firehouse/Library building next week, as she will be unable to attend.  The Board agreed to discuss it but make no decisions.
